CS called the meeting to order at 6:38 PM.  CS welcomed everyone and thanked them for coming to the meeting.  Personal introductions of each attendee followed.

National Awards Applications Information Update (CP)
The applications and requirements for awards have been changed recently by the National Awards Committee.  Go to the National website, www.achmm.org, to view the application forms.  The Champion of Excellence (COE) award requires that 5 out of 9 requirements be met.  The COE application must be sent to her with a photo of the nominee by April 15th to meet the National deadline of April 30th.
Scholarships (CS)

· Jim Ross Memorial Scholarship – Open to EHS professionals working in higher education either as a member of the faculty or as part of the school’s EHS department; applications due to Dan Levine by March 15, 2009.

· Tom Dalton Memorial Scholarship – Open to family members (of current Chapter members who have paid their Chapter dues) who have declared a major and who have successfully completed at least one full year at a college/university; applications due to Dan Levine by May 15, 2009. 

· National Conference Attendance Scholarships – Open to current Chapter members (who have paid their Chapter dues) to attend the 2009 ACHMM meeting on August 30th thru September 2nd at the Sheraton Hotel & Marina in San Diego, California; applications due to the Chapter President by July 10, 2009.
EHMM Course (CS)

The 2009 Essentials of Hazardous Materials Management (EHMM) Course will be held on four (4) Thursdays, May 7, 14, 21 & 28, 2009 at NJDEP Headquarters in Trenton; applications and $760 course fee due to Dan Levine by April 24, 2009.
Update on National’s Rebranding Initiative (CS)

ACHMM name was officially changed to the Alliance of Hazardous Materials Professionals (AHMP) by a 2 to 1 margin referendum held in December 2008.  The name change took effect on January 1, 2009.  New brand identity includes new organization name; new logo design and a tag line:  “Global Leadership for a Sustainable Future”.  The CHMM credential is not affected by this change; only the name of the organization has been changed.  
New Business
New Fellow of IHMM (CS)
The Chapter extended its congratulations to Zvi Blank, Ph.D., CHMM of Cali Laboratories upon being named a Fellow of the Institute of Hazardous Materials Management (IHMM) by the IHMM Board of Directors earlier this month.  His many contributions to the CHMM program and the New Jersey Chapter have brought much distinction and honor to our profession.  Zvi has been an inspiration to all of us, especially the newer members of the Chapter.
IHMM Update

IHMM Board of Director Peter Spinney reported that a new IHMM Executive Director, James Gaidry, was recently appointed to replace retired Executive Director Dr. John Frick.  Peter also reported that the CHMM credential was pending accreditation by ANSI under ISO/International; recognition is expected in March with inspection by June; a decision is due by late summer for ANSI-accredited certification.  A meeting with USDOT is scheduled in March to discuss credential recognition by that agency.
Update on Homeland Security Conference
David Goetz reported that the AIHA/ASSE/ACHMM 2008 Professional Development Conference on Homeland Security and Domestic Catastrophe Preparation, Response and Mitigation, held at the Middlesex County Fire Academy in Sayreville on October 30, 2008, made a net profit of $4,800.  This profit will be divided equally among the three professional groups sponsoring the seminar - $1,600 to AIHA, $1,600 to ASSE and $1,600 to ACHMM.

· Hazardous Waste at Academic Laboratories – Final Rule (40 CFR Part 262, Subpart K) effective 12/31/08.

· Revised Position on Satellite Accumulation – Effective 9/30/08.
· The 10 Most-Cited Violations for NJDEP’s Hazardous Waste Program in 2008 (17 inspectors, 3,133 inspections, 297 actions/NOVs, $657,500 in penalties).

· E-Manifest Pilot Program – NJ, MA, MI and MN have joined forces and received a grant from EPA to replace their paper-tracking systems.

· Hazardous Waste Handler Training Seminars – NJDEP has a new webpage (www.state.nj.us/dep/enforcement/hw_seminar.html) for registering for two available training seminars (Basic Hazardous Waste Handler Seminar, and Universal Waste and Used Oil (Class D Recyclables) Seminar). 

· Self-Disclosure Program for Admitting Violations – This program results in reduction/elimination of possible penalties.
At the conclusion of the presentations, each of the speakers was presented with a gift of a pad-folio by ZB.
